
“Brie Ruais: Movement at the Edge of the Land” at the Moody

Five years ago, Brooklyn-based artist Brie Ruais struck out for the west, looking for 
renewed inspiration and a total change of pace. She found a home in the Great Basin 
Desert of Nevada and began to use her body to trace marks on the earth. Movement at 
the Edge of the Land, the artist’s upcoming exhibition at the Moody Center for the 
Arts, runs parallel to these themes: Ruais uses her own physical features and body in 
order to create clay sculptures that evoke a visceral connection with both the land, and 
hopefully, ourselves. 
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
